Parental Disciple Making Study

Purpose:


To transform professing Christians into followers of Christ who visibly demonstrate obedience and submission to Jesus Christ and lead others in doing the same

Method:


To use the small group study as a base of discovery, commitment and practice


The small group will lead to smaller clusters of individuals who will be more personally discipled


The small group sessions:



15 minutes for welcome and fellowship



45 minutes for Scriptural discovery and convictions

Study sessions will come directly from the Bible

Study format will be a mixture of instruction and discussion

30 minutes for development and practice of the Christian disciplines

that is – Bible reading, Scriptural meditation, Prayer (praise, thanksgiving, petition & intercession), sacrificial acts of compassion, etc.

Process:


The study participants will be encouraged and led to make 13 commitments as outlined in the Parental Disciple Making pamphlet. The commitments will be the backbone of living as a disciple of Christ. Each participant will be expected to make these commitments publicly and demonstrate them in their daily living.


The study participants will be assisted by smaller cluster groups where discussion, exploration submission and practice can occur on a more intimate level.


Each participant will be guided into following Christ by expanding their commitments that governs their living. They will be led to parent another believer by walking them through the same steps of commitments that makes us a genuine follower of Christ.


The emphasis of the study will not be education or accomplishment. The focus is submission to Christ by discovering His calling upon our living and our surrendering to His authority and control over us.


The duplication of small groups is not the intended or expected continuing of this study. It is instead intended that this start-up study will birth many disciples of Christ who will become a parent to one, two or three hungry believers. Disciple making must be kept a one-on-one personal work. To be a spiritual parent cannot be done in mass any more than our social parenting can be done as a group study. It simply requires too much personal adjustments and relational involvements.

Leader:


The leader will serve as a spiritual parent who teaches and assists the participants to grow into a mature follower of Christ. The leader will demonstrate and enable each participant to lead others from whatever spiritual level they are in, (infant, child, adolescent, young adult) to spiritual maturity and parenthood.

Lessons:


The topics for each meeting and the passages explored will be at the discretion of the leader. The leader will determine when the topics move from one commitment to the next. Special interests will be considered but the leader will seek to keep the lessons focused on the Biblical teachings that emphasize the necessity of the present commitment 
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
